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‘Change to Believe In’ Is Not Just for Politicians 
 
OK, so I borrowed that from our President-elect’s 
campaign. Thanks, future Mr. President.  

Doesn’t it seem that the Lord always asks us 
to change — and to believe that it is for our 
“better”? It seems he never lets us stand still. As 
soon as we grow a little and overcome some part of 
our personality that tended to keep us from that 
intimate relationship we crave, he calls us higher, 
farther, wider, and deeper. He never lets us stagnate. 

In our recent prayer meeting we heard a 
prophetic word that told us not to follow the crowd 
because the crowd was heading over the abyss. The 
word even challenged us to “rebel,” if necessary, to 
keep from following that crowd. As we discussed 
the word it seemed that he was calling us to even 
ignore whatever pain or suffering we had to in order 
to not be swept over the brink with the crowd. Do 
you know of anyone who looks for pain solely for 
the purpose of hurting? Don’t we all choose to ask 
the Lord to heal us of pain when it comes? Isn’t it 
human to want to be free of pain? I think so.  

The beginning of the New Year is the time for 
resolutions, those good intentions and worthy goals 
that we would like to reach. But how long does it 
take until most of them have fallen by the wayside? 
Was it good to try? Of course. But weren’t most of 
those goals to be reached by our own will-power, 
our own accomplishments, by our own doing? 
Father Tom Forrest told the Great Lakes Men’s 
Conference attendees last October that, if we think 
we can accomplish anything on our own, we are 
sadly mistaken. How are we to expect to accomplish 
worthy goals then? “Three little words,” he said. 
“Come Holy Spirit.” 

I have also been hearing a lot about 
unforgiveness and the barrier to growth it causes 
within us, the power and grace we receive in the 
sacrament of reconciliation, and the need to humble 
ourselves by acknowledging that we cannot forgive, 
cannot accomplish, cannot do anything without the 
Lord. Father Tom suggested that, for well-
intentioned reasons, we even try to grow by getting 
more education, spending more money, using more 
technology — even our iPods — and by working 
harder. He posed the thought that if we could reach 
salvation that way, why did Jesus have to die on the 
cross? A good question. 

It is a fact that we grow most effectively when 
the Lord challenges us and allows us to have 
“crosses” to bear, which cause us to call upon his 
help in prayer and seek the graces, strength and 

renewal power of the sacraments. It is often much 
easier to stay in our comfort zones than it is to 
actually seek change. But when the Lord, the Holy 
Spirit is calling us to buck the crowd, to turn from 
the abyss and seek his ways, we have the 
opportunity to change for the better. And the most 
wonderful part of that is that the Lord gives us the 
graces we need to appreciate change and growth, no 
matter how difficult it was to go through the process 
of getting past the tough times.  

It seems that one of the problems we 
encounter with our growth spurts is that we are 
impatient with the methods the Lord gives us to get 
through them. Too often, when growth “events” 
come, we do what we have learned to do, pray about 
them asking the Lord for his help. But when they 
don’t come as soon as we think they should we give 
up on him and seek the same solutions the vast 
crowd seeks. But remember, the crowd is heading 
over the abyss. However, we have to understand that 
the desire to be free of pain is merely human. So are 
we to reject our humanity in trying to follow the 
Lord?  

I don’t think so. On the contrary, I suggest that 
we should embrace it. Can we see our (weak) 
humanity as his gift to us so that it is absolutely 
necessary that we call upon him and rely on his 
power, grace and solutions to our problems in order 
to grow toward that intimate relationship mentioned 
earlier? We can always trust that the change he helps 
us with is, for sure, change we can believe in as the 
one and only way we can reach eternal happiness 
with him. 

With his help and the Holy Spirit’s power, we 
can embrace humility and we can seek to forgive in 
all circumstances — trusting that the Lord will bless 
us for trying to love as he loves. With the power of 
his Holy Spirit we can trust that his ways are, by far, 
the best way to grow. 

Why not decide this year to “rebel” against 
that crowd that is heading over the abyss? Why not 
make it our “resolution” this year to make the effort 
to receive the sacraments more frequently, especially 
the sacrament of reconciliation, to add (even) a few 
minutes to our daily prayer time, to add a time of 
quiet listening to our daily routine? I suggest we will 
find that the change we experience will, for sure, 
bring us to a more intimate relationship with our 
loving Lord.

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This ‘n’ That

I have been searching for my topic for this article for 
over a month, but there has been no great inspiration, 
probably because I haven’t been able to settle down 
in peace with the Lord for any great length of time. 
My life has been a whirlwind this year. We buried 
my mother in March and my husband’s father in July 
and in November attended the funeral of my 
husband’s brother in Michigan. Over several months 
I have jotted down questions to ponder for possible 
articles. These include:  
• Do we know the power of the Eucharist? Do we 

really believe that Jesus still heals today? 
• Do we put God on hold? Are we too busy to 

listen? 
• Are we blind to the signs of the times?  
• Do we take up every new theory about lost 

gospels and the truth of Scripture? 
• Why am I so afraid to suffer for Jesus? Which 

sufferings are unnecessary and which 
sufferings are redemptive? How should I 
prepare to suffer? 

• What is God calling us to? 
• What is grace? 
• What is believing? 

With that list, you would think I could have 
come up with something, but I have found that when 
I try to write it by myself, the article doesn’t go 
anywhere or hold interest. So, I wait for the Lord’s 
inspiration. Sometimes he waits to the last minute to 
guide me. Today, I just got the impression that he 
wanted me to do just what I’m doing now. 

Hope: In November, I attended the National 
Leaders’ Conference planned by the National Service 
Committee of the Catholic Charismatic Renewal 
(NSC) and titled “A Future Full of Hope.” As with all 
conferences like this, I went with anticipation and 
expectation of being touched by the Lord. The 
conference was wonderful and rejuvenating. We were 
even blessed with Ron and Carole Bergman’s 
testimony about how they met and planned their 
marriage. The conference was just a week after the 
national elections and in the midst of much national 
and economic turmoil, and the messages were 
encouraging. The speakers reminded us that our hope 
is in Jesus, not in the world. Jesus is the victor and 
has the power to take us over or through any 
difficulty, and he will provide for us when we fully 
trust in him. I can attest to the fact that Jesus 
provides, since God answered my prayer to give us a 
safe trip for the funeral in Michigan. Our travel time 

to and from Michigan was clear and sunny, but the 
days on either side were full of lake-effect snow. He 
also blessed us because the timing of the funeral did 
not interfere with my attending the conference. 

Hope, the dictionary defines it as follows: 
“To wish for something with expectation of its 
fulfillment. To have confidence, trust. To look 
forward to with confidence or expectation. To expect 
and desire.” Job said with hope, “I know that my 
Vindicator lives … and from my flesh I shall see God 
… my own eyes, not another’s, shall behold him.” 
(Job 19:25-27) Then in Romans we read, “In hope we 
were saved. But hope is not hope if its object is seen; 
how is it possible for one to hope for what he sees? 
And hoping for what we cannot see means awaiting it 
with patient endurance.” (Rm 8:24-25) Then, “Faith 
is confident assurance concerning what we hope for 
and conviction about things we do not see.” (Heb 
11:1) We indeed have a future full of hope because 
we know that our redeemer lives. 

Gifts: In the animated film, “The 
Incredibles,” the main character is depressed because 
he must hide and not use his “super powers” – his 
gifts. Could this be part of our problem today in the 
Charismatic Renewal? Are we hiding our “super 
powers” – the gifts of the Holy Spirit? Pope Benedict 
XVI said, “One of the positive elements and aspects 
of the communities of the Catholic Charismatic 
Renewal is precisely the importance given by them to 
the charisms and gifts of the Holy Spirit and their 
merit lies in having reminded the Church of the 
actuality [of these gifts].” (Audience Oct. 31, 2008. 
from Zenit.org/article-24123?I=english) “The 
charisms, the Pontiff continued, arise ‘as visible signs 
of the coming of the Holy Spirit.’ They are not, ‘a 
historical event of the past,’ but an ‘always living 
reality.’” (Zenit.org) 

All in all, I believe the message the Lord 
wants us to hear is to remain faithful and to be full of 
hope, for he is still the victor, still in control. The 
following words I found in my journal from 2001 
sum up how I believe we are to proceed. 

Be at peace. Be ready when I call. Be 
enthusiastic and loving in your dealings with 
people. Make yourself ready to represent me. 
You are the image I project in the world today. 
You are my representative. Be a faithful, 
accurate representation of me.

 “Rejoice in the Lord always. I shall say it again: 
rejoice! Your kindness should be known to all.  The 
Lord is near.  Have no anxiety at all, but in 
everything, by prayer and petition, with 
thanksgiving, make your requests known to God. 
Then the peace of God that surpasses all 
understanding will guard your hearts and minds in 
Christ Jesus. Finally, brothers, whatever is true, 
whatever is honorable, whatever is just, whatever is 
pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is gracious, if 
there is any excellence and if there is anything 
worthy of praise, think about these things. Keep on 
doing what you have learned and received and heard 
and seen in me. Then the God of peace will be with 
you.” (Phil 4:4-9) 
 “The peace of God will guard your hearts.” 
Isn’t that what we all yearn for – peace in our 
families, in our church, in our nation? Paul tells us 
how to achieve this by doing what we learned. That 
education came from our families, churches and 
schools.  It also comes from our relationship to 
Jesus. How do I continue to grow closer to Jesus? It 
is in the same way I develop any relationship, by 
spending time with Jesus. I can do that by attending 
Mass, going to an adoration chapel, reading 
Scripture, attending a prayer group or study group or 
praying at any time in any place. 
 Recently our pastor offered Ignatian 
Exercises as a way of enhancing our time with Jesus. 
I found the readings stimulating, but I wondered if it 
really helped me grow more Christ-like. Have I been 
showing kindness in all I do? We do not get an 
automatic daily evaluation in our life. Even if I try to 
look at my day at bedtime, it is hard to be objective. 
But I can try to be kind, to think of other peoples’ 
needs. At work I often help out the busier part of the 
medical practice. I do not get kudos from those 
above me; occasionally someone says thank you. I 
think I do it to lighten the work load so the nurses 
and staff will not have to stay super late to finish 
their daily tasks. How does my reading Scripture 
help me in this way? I think I learn from the selfless 
way Jesus lived and the way the Apostles followed 
Jesus’ example. 
 One of my favorite prayers came on a card 
titled “Prayer for world peace”: “Lord we pray for 
the power to be gentle; the strength to be forgiving, 
the patience to be understanding; and the endurance 
to accept the consequence of holding to what we 
believe to be right. May we put our trust in the 
power of good to overcome evil and the power of 

love to overcome hatred. We pray for the vision to 
see and the faith to believe in a world emancipated 
from violence, a new world where fear shall no 
longer lead men to injustice, nor selfishness make 
them bring suffering to others. Help us to devote our 
whole life and thought and energy to the task of 
making peace, praying always for the inspiration and 
the power to fulfill the destiny for which we and all 
men were created. Amen.” 
 As we start a new year with new leadership 
in America, let us pray for the peace of God to be 
with us as individuals, in our families, parishes, 
communities and in our nation. May we truly live by 
Paul’s words and have no anxiety because we talk to 
God, make our requests known, and then believe that 
God’s power will prevail.

Know Your Faith 
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The Kingdom of God 
 
In Mark’s gospel, Jesus announces, “This is the time 
of fulfillment. The Kingdom of God is at hand. 
Repent and believe in the Gospel.” (Mk1:15) The 
people of Jesus’ time were eagerly awaiting a 
messiah who would free them from an oppressive 
government and change their lives. However, Jesus’ 
type of kingdom was far beyond what the people 
envisioned. His kingdom would bring change, but 
that change would require something not only from 
Jesus, but also from the people. In his book, Jesus of 
Nazareth, Pope Benedict writes this about the 
Kingdom of God: “The core content of the Gospel is 
this: The Kingdom of God is at hand. A milestone is 
set up in the flow of time; something new takes place 
and an answer to this gift is demanded of man: 
conversion and faith. The center of this 
announcement is the message that God’s Kingdom is 
at hand. This announcement is the actual core of 
Jesus’ words and works.” (Jesus of Nazareth, P. 47) 
 The change that Jesus brings is conversion 
and faith. It is this change that many of us have 
experienced after a “Life in the Spirit” seminar. 
When people are prayed over in that fifth week, 
something happens. Jesus becomes real and personal. 
The Holy Spirit brings power and God the Father is 
no longer abstract but near and approachable. People 
feel the need to frequent the sacrament of penance 
and to make atonement for past wrongs. Jesus breaks 
into our lives and faith moves from the head to the 
heart. 
 Pope Benedict states that there are three ways 
of looking at the Kingdom of God. 1. “Jesus Himself 
is the Kingdom. The Kingdom is not a thing. It is a 
person; it is He. 2. The ‘Kingdom of God’ is not to be 
found on any map. It is not a kingdom after the 
fashion of worldly kingdoms; it is located in man’s 
inner being. It grows and radiates outward from that 
inner space. 3. The third dimension of the 
interpretation of the Kingdom of God we call the 
ecclesiastical: the Kingdom of God and the Church 
are related in different ways and brought into more or 
less close proximity.” (Jesus of Nazareth, P.50) We 
then experience the Kingdom of God in these three 
ways: 1. Knowing Jesus becomes a new and deeply 
intense experience. 2. From this experience our faith 
grows; the Church, the Scriptures, and the 
sacraments, especially the Eucharist, become our 
focal point. 3. Our spiritual life is nourished and we 
reach out to witness for the Kingdom of God. 
 “When Jesus speaks of the Kingdom of God, 
he is quite simply proclaiming God, and proclaiming 

him to be the living God, who is able to act 
concretely in the world and in history and is now 
even so acting. He is telling us: ‘God exists’ and 
‘God is really God,’ which means that he holds in his 
hands the threads of the world.” (Jesus of Nazareth, 
P. 55)  
 Jesus sends us out to proclaim the kingdom. 
Let us take up this task with a new resolve and 
announce: “God exists!” “God is really God, he 
changed my life and he can change yours.”
